In 1910 in Edinburgh a remarkable 
conference was held. 1200 church 
and mission leaders gathered to 
pray and think together about the 
world-wide mission of the Christian 
church. Many had lived and worked 
abroad as missionaries, but most 
were English-speaking men from 
Protestant churches in the West.  
 
 

Enormous progress has been  
made towards unity since then and 
there is much to thank God for, 
despite the many challenges that 
remain. As efforts to build dialogue 
and co-operation continue, the 

Edinburgh 2010 Mission 
Conference will focus on 

Witnessing to Christ  
together in the world of today.  
 

This time, a much wider range  
of Christian churches will be 
represented, including the  
Orthodox, Roman Catholic, 
Pentecostal and Independent 
Churches. Some 250 delegates, 
both young and old, from across 
the globe will be invited to 
participate and the intended 
outcomes should be significant  
for mission worldwide.
